Lord Jesus, Bishop and Head of the Christian Church here on earth and King of kings on the throne of 
eternity, my congregation has honored me by choosing me to serve You in a special capacity of our 
congregation life.  The ability to perform my duties well and acceptably comes from You and depends upon 
Your benediction.  Give me a ready heart and willing hands and a truly Christian vision to grasp each and 
every opportunity to serve You, confess You as my Savior, and serve all people within and without the 
church.   
 
May I at no time forget that I am rendering this service to You, and am not merely to please people.  Let me 
experience daily satisfying joy of doing things for You.  If it be Your will, grant that I may also see the fruits 
of my labor.  Allow nothing to discourage me or rob me of this zest and zeal which is put into my heart by 
Your Holy Spirit.  Preserve in our congregation the unity of peace, that with one accord we pursue the tasks 
that lie before us.  Then Yours shall be the praise and the honor and the adoration from my grateful heart, 
now and always.

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The observance of Lent is presently upon us & many people still fast or give up 
something for this season.  One can use the hungry feeling or a craving for the 
missing food as a stimulus to remember Christ’s sacrifice for us on the cross.  
Another way to observe this season is to “Do Something”; & many of us do participate 
in Midweek Lenten services & have special Lenten devotionals.    
I have another suggestion for something to do that can be used as a tool for 

remembering & that is to eat 5 servings of fruits & vegetables every day.   The Surgeon General’s 
report on Health & Nutrition noted that the 3 most important personal habits that influence health are 
smoking, alcohol consumption & diet.  For the 2 out of 3 adults who do not smoke or drink 
excessively, the single most important personal choice influencing long-term is what they eat.  
Of all the dietary factors thought to be related to cancer, the research consistently shows an 
association between an increased consumption of fruits & vegetables & a reduced risk from a variety 
of cancers.  Besides reducing the risk of cancer, eating more fruits & vegetables & less fat will also 
reduce the risk of heart disease, high blood pressure & diabetes.  
The USDA Health Food Guide Pyramid recommends at least 5-9 servings of fruit & vegetables a day.  
This should include a variety.  The National Cancer Institute recommends at least one Vitamin A rich 
selection each day such as cantaloupe, broccoli, carrots or spinach; one fruit or vegetable high in 
Vitamin C, such as oranges or green peppers, & cruciferous (cabbage family) vegetables such as 
cabbage, cauliflower & mustard greens, several times a week.  A serving size is one medium piece of 
fruit; 1/2c of fruit, or cooked or raw vegetables, 1-cup leafy salad greens, 1/4c dried fruit, 3/4c of 
100% juice or 1/2c cooked dried peas or beans.  Because of their high fat content, French fries do not 
count as a 5-a-day vegetable.  
The National Cancer Institute recommends washing the produce thoroughly before eating & removing 
outside leaves on leafy vegetables.  So eat 5 fruits & vegetables everyday & remember who you are 
and Whose you are.  Start or continue a healthy eating plan!
